Errata Sheet

1. Page 11, Practical Solutions, penultimate sentence refers to "the top plate on the left" of a pictured door, but in the picture the top plates is on the right.

2. Appendix B, page 687, Test Yourself 5.2, question 1, part d: The answer should be "Sawtooth waves. The brain-wave pattern characteristic of paradoxical sleep."  The question appears on page 200.

3.  Appendix B, page 688, Test Yourself 5.4, question 5: The answer should be “False.”

4.  p 247, Concept Summary:  The "Description" entries under “Positive Reinforcement” and “Negative Reinforcement” are reversed.

5. p 275, para 1, says you can "easily spot" four parallelograms in a Star of David but there are only three.  Also, Reisberg and Chambers (1991) isn't the appropriate citation for that point.  The better citation would be to Reed (1974):

6. p 331, in Test Yourself 8.3, the correct answer to 2.d. is ”working backwards,” not “algorithm” as incorrectly stated in Appendix B p. 689. 

7. In chapter 16, p. 656, at the end of the first paragraph, the text states that "several studies on depression have established that individuals with better social support are less likely to get depressed and to recover more quickly."  This is confusing; change “to recover more quickly” to “more likely to recover quickly when they do get depressed.”

8. Study guide for chapter 4, page 83, under "evaluating your progress," number 3, says there are 4 basic tastes, but as the text makes clear there are 5, including the recently discovered taste unami (savory).
